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YOUR LEGISLATORS’ VOTING RECORD ON SMALL BUSINESS ISSUES

2007-2008 SESSION: Roll call votes by state legislators on those issues
where NFIB had an official position, and where a Key Vote card

was used to alert lawmakers that the issue was important to small
business, are listed below. The Voting Record is only one measure of a
legislator’s performance. A vote tally does not indicate which
legislators represented small business interests in committees or
behind the scenes. However, the record does indicate their positions
when asked to vote on key issues on the floor of the House or the
Senate. Please take the time to thank those legislators who supported
legislation important to small business.

1 Eminent Domain Reforms (2007,
e SB-1054): Makes various revisions
and reforms to the process of eminent
domain takings by municipalities and
redevelopment agencies, including
additional notice and appeal procedures,
and requires the State Ombudsman for
Property Rights to study feasibility of tying
relocation benefits to the unique gains or
losses of operating a business at a specific
location (“good will”). A “Yes” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed the
Senate 34-0. Passed the House 148-2.

2 Eminent Domain Reforms (2007,

o SB-167): Makes changes to the laws
municipalities must follow when taking
property to be developed for public uses
and economic development, including
prohibiting towns from taking property if
the goal is primarily to increase tax
revenue; eliminates the authority to take
property for economic development under
the municipal powers statutes; and estab-
lishes a right of first refusal for owners
whose property was taken. A “Yes” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed the
Senate 33-3. Passed the House 132-7.

Job Creation Tax Credit (2007,

e SB-1435): Reduces the number of
new jobs that qualify for a job creation
tax credit from 50 to 10, increases the
maximum credit amount from 25 percent
to 60 percent of the state income tax
withheld from the employees’ wages, and
extends eligibility for the credit to all
in-state companies, not just those relocat-
ing to Connecticut. A “Yes” vote sup-
ports the NFIB position. Passed the
Senate 35-0. Passed the House 146—1.

Health Insurance Purchasing Pool
4 e (2008, HB-5536): Creates a volun-
tary purchasing pool of municipalities,
nonprofit organizations and small
businesses of 50 employees or fewer to
join the state employee health insurance
plan for their employees and retirees. A
“Yes” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed the House 102—43. Passed the
Senate 22—-12. (Vetoed by the governor).

Minimum Wage Increase (2008,
5 e HB-5105): Raises the state hourly
minimum wage from $7.65 to $8 begin-
ning Jan. 1, 2009, and to $8.25 beginning

Jan. 1, 2010. A “No” vote supports the
NFIB position. Passed the House 106—45.
Passed the Senate 25-11. (Vetoed by the
governor.)

6 Minimum Wage Increase Veto

e (2008, HB-5105 veto override):
Vote on the governor’s veto of HB-5105,
which raises the state hourly minimum
wage from $7.65 to $8 beginning Jan. 1,
2009, and to $8.25 beginning Jan. 1, 2010.
A “Yes” vote overrides the governor’s
veto. A “No” vote sustains the governor’s
veto. A “No” vote supports the NFIB
position. Veto overridden in the House
102-39. Veto overridden in the Senate
25-9. (Governor’s veto overridden by the
General Assembly, effectively enacting the
bill into law.)

Mandated Paid Sick Leave (2007,
7. SB-601): Requires all employers
with 50 or more employees to provide
paid sick leave, accruing at a rate of one
hour for every 40 hours worked, up to 6.5
days per year. A “No” vote supports the
NFIB position. Passed the Senate 23—13.

Workers’ Compensation Additional
8 e Discretionary Benefits (2007,
SB-847): Extends the maximum number
of weeks of additional workers” compen-
sation discretionary benefits for perma-
nent partial disabilities that may be
awarded after a claimant has exhausted
the statutory schedule of regular benefits.
A “No” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed the Senate 21-15.

9 Business Entity Tax Repeal (2008,
e SB-658 Senate Amendment A, LCO
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No. 3996): Amendment repeals the $250
annual state business entity tax, which
applies to limited liability companies, lim-
ited liability partnerships, limited partner-
ships and S corporations. A “Yes” vote on
the amendment repeals the tax. A “No”
vote on the amendment keeps the tax in
place. A “Yes” vote supports the NFIB
position. Senate rejected 12-22.

1 O Regulatory Relief for Small
o Business (2008, SB-399):

Establishes a task force to study,
recommend and report to the General
Assembly how the state can reduce the
regulatory burden on small businesses. A
“Yes” vote supports the NFIB position.

Passed the Senate 35-0.
1 1 Mandated Paid Sick Leave (2008,
e SB-217): Requires all employers
with 50 or more employees to provide
