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YOUR LEGISLATORS’ VOTING RECORD ON SMALL BUSINESS ISSUES

2007-2008: Roll call votes by your state legislators on the following key small
business issues during the last two sessions of the Georgia General Assembly
are listed inside. Although this Voting Record does not reflect all elements con-
sidered by a lawmaker when voting, nor does it represent a complete profile
of alegislator, it can be a guide in evaluating your legislators’ attitudes toward
small business. Remember that many issues on which small businesses are
affected did not go to a roll call vote in either the House or Senate. Please thank
those legislators who supported small business.

1 Drugs Don’t Work Program (Senate
o Bill 96): Provides for additional types
of drug testing in the workplace to allow
employers to qualify for workers’ com-
pensation premium discounts. It also
would allow additional “qualified”
individuals to administer these tests. A
“Yes” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed the House 160-2; passed the Senate
56-0. (2007)

2 Health Savings Account (HSA)

o Legislation (House Bill 242):
Promotes the use of health savings
accounts as a more affordable alternative
to health insurance coverage for small
businesses by providing an exemption for
HSAs as taxable income for individuals
using this method of coverage. The bill
would also provide for a state insurance
premium-tax exemption for high
deductible plans sold or maintained in
connection with an HSA. A “Yes” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed the
House 117—44; passed the Senate 48-3.
Legislation vetoed by the governor. (2007)

3 Workers’ Compensation Reform

o (House Bill 424): Allows the State
Board of Workers’ Compensation to set
fees for prescription drugs and other

medical items and services. The bill will
save small businesses in Georgia more
than $20 million in medical costs. It also
provides for the dismissal of certain
claims in which no hearing has been held
after a certain time period; extends the
time period the employer has to select a
rehabilitation supplier; specifies
employee examinations to include physi-
cal, psychiatric and psychological exami-
nations; increases the weekly wage
amounts for compensation for total dis-
ability; and increases the maximum
weekly benefit for compensation for tem-
porary partial disability. A “Yes” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed the
House 161-0; passed the Senate 45-1.
(2007)

4 Sales Tax Cap on Energy Used in
o Manufacturing (House Bill 272):
Caps the state sales tax on energy used
in manufacturing. Specifically, it applies
to natural or artificial gas, No. 2 fuel oil,
No. 6 fuel oil, propane and coal used
directly or indirectly in manufacturing
or processing in a manufacturing plant
located in Georgia. A “Yes” vote sup-
ports the NFIB position. Passed the
House 161-0; passed the Senate 47—4.
(2008)

IRS Bill Incorporating Benefits for
5 o Small Business (House Bill 926):
Brings Georgia’s tax law into compliance
with recent federal updates, including the
extension and expansion of the Section
179 business expensing provision. A “Yes
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed
the House 160-0; passed the Senate 45-0.

6 High Deductible Health Plan/HSA

o Legislation (House Bill 977): The
measure expands the availability and
affordability of high deductible health plans
(HDHPs) and health savings accounts
(HSAs). The most notable provision, sup-
ported by NFIB, would let employers with
50 or fewer employees take a tax credit of
$250 per employee who enrolls in certain
high-deductible plans. A “Yes” vote sup-
ports the NFIB position. Passed the House
122-39; passed the Senate 30-20. (2008)

7. 977 From the Table: This procedural
motion allowed for the Senate floor debate
to ensue on House Bill 977. A “Yes” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed the
Senate 28—18; no vote held in the House.
(2008)

consider final passage of House Bill 977.

A “Yes” vote supports the NFIB position.
