YOUR LEGISLATORS’ VOTING RECORD ON SMALL BUSINESS ISSUES

2007-2008 SESSION: Roll call votes by your state legislators on the
following key small business issues during the 20072008 session of the
Kansas Legislature are listed inside. Although this Voting Record does
not reflect all elements considered by a lawmaker when voting, nor
does it represent a complete profile of a legislator, it can be a guide in
evaluating your legislators’ attitudes toward small business. Remember
that many issues on which small businesses are affected did notgo to a
roll call vote in either the House or Senate. Please thank those legislators

who supported small business.

Franchise Tax Threshold (House
1 e Bill 2031): This bill would have

eliminated the state franchise tax over a
three-year period. During debate in the
House of Representatives, a floor amend-
ment was offered to raise the tax threshold
from $100,000 to $500,000, instead of
fully repealing the franchise tax. NFIB/
Kansas opposed this amendment because
it would not have completely eliminated
the tax. A “No” vote supports the NFIB
position. Defeated in the House 48-73.

Franchise Tax Phase-Out (House

o Bill 2031): During debate on Senate
substitute for this bill, Sen. Nick Jordan
(Shawnee) offered an amendment on the
Senate floor to phase out the state fran-
chise tax over a five-year period. A “Yes”
vote supports the NFIB position.
Defeated in the Senate 18-20.

Franchise Tax Phase-Out (House

o Bill 2264): The Senate substitute for
this bill was a conference committee
report that called for a five-year phase out
of the state franchise tax. NFIB/Kansas
supported repealing the franchise tax even
if it was phased out over five years. A
“Yes” vote supports the NFIB position.

Passed the House 121-1, and the Senate
40-0.

Unemployment Insurance

o Compensation Fund (Senate Bill
83): Reduced the unemployment insur-
ance tax for all employers with a positive
balance within the insurance fund. Once
fully enacted, the tax reduction will save
small businesses more than $80 million
per year. NFIB/Kansas was a strong sup-
porter of providing this tax relief to small
businesses. A “Yes” vote supports the
NFIB position. Passed the House 122-0;
passed the Senate 40-0.

Elimination of the Waiting Week
5 o on Unemployment Benefits
(Senate Bill 83): A motion was made on
the House floor to “agree to disagree” on
Senate Bill 83 so the conference commit-
tee could remove a provision that elimi-
nated the waiting week on unemployment
benefits. A “Yes” vote supports the NFIB
position. Passed the House 69-56.

Elimination of the Waiting Week
¢ on Unemployment Benefits
(Senate Bill 83): A motion to concur to
House amendments on Senate Bill 83 was

offered on the Senate floor that contained
an amendment to eliminate the waiting
week for unemployment benefits. NFIB/
Kansas opposed the motion due to the
waiting week provision. A “No” vote sup-
ports the NFIB position. Defeated in
Senate 17-23.

Kansas Illegal Alien Reform Act
7 e (Senate Bill 329): This bill would
have passed illegal alien reform legislation
that would not have mandated small busi-
nesses to utilize an employment verifica-
tion system. A “Yes” vote supports the
NFIB position. Passed the House 96-27.

Kansas Illegal Alien Reform Act:

e Rep. Richard Carlson (St. Marys)
offered an amendment on the House floor
that included multiple NFIB-supported
provisions. The floor amendment
removed the mandate on small businesses
to use a federal employment verification
system, which further removed a provi-
sion that put at risk the business license of
every small business in Kansas. A “Yes”
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed
the House 86-36.

Kansas Illegal Immigration
o Enforcement and Reform Act: A

floor amendment was offered during
debate of substitute for Senate Bill 458
that included an amendment to mandate
the use of a federal employment verifica-
tion system on small businesses. A “No”
vote supports the NFIB position.
Defeated in Senate 12-27.

1 O Regulatory Fairness for Small
o Business (House Bill 2827): Once
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this bill takes effect, it will require state
agencies to consider the impact of a pro-
posed rule or regulation on a small busi-
ness prior to enactment. The agency must
conduct an economic impact analysis
study that takes into account the special
circumstances in which a small business
operates. The purpose of the legislation is
to better educate state government on the
regulatory burden rules and regulations
often place on small businesses. The iden-
tical Senate bill was Senate Bill 579. A

“Yes” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed the House 125-0, and the Senate

40-0.
Health Insurance Mandates

1 1 o (House Bill 2601): This bill
would amend insurance law to mandate
reimbursement for certain services ren-
dered and to mandate coverage for col-
orectal cancer screenings. NFIB/Kansas
has long opposed adding health insurance
mandates as they have a direct impact on

the rising cost of health insurance policies
for small business owners and employees.
A “No” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed the House 83—41.
