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YOUR LEGISLATORS’ VOTING RECORD ON SMALL BUSINESS ISSUES

2007-2008 SESSION: Roll call votes by your state legislators on the following
key small business issues during the last two sessions of the Kentucky
General Assembly are listed inside. Although this Voting Record does not
reflect every element considered by a lawmaker when voting, nor does it
represent a complete profile of a legislator, it can be a guide in evaluating
your legislators’ attitudes toward small business.

HOUSE

1 SB 82 (2007): This bill, sponsored by
e Sen. Bob Leeper (Paducah), creates
greater opportunities for finalizing clean-up
standards for contaminated sites and speeds
the process for redevelopment. A “Yes” vote
supports the NFIB position. Bill passed
both chambers.

HB 382, Floor Amendment 1 (2008):

o This critical amendment sponsored
by Rep. Brad Montell (Shelbyville) changed
an adverse bill on “comparable worth” to
include education and experience as factors
in defining wage discrimination. While the
amendment made a bad bill better, the over-
all bill still was a problem. A “Yes” vote
supports the NFIB position. Bill failed in
the Senate.

HB 534 (2008): This bill, sponsored
e by Rep. Brent Yonts (Greenville),
requires insurers to notify additional
insureds on workers’ compensation policies
if the insured cancels the policy. A “Yes”
vote supports the NFIB position. Bill passed
both chambers.

HB 31 (2008): This bill, sponsored by
e Rep. Rob Wilkey (Franklin), allows
felons to be eligible for record expungement
after a specified number of years. A “No”
vote supports the NFIB position. Failed in
the Senate.

HB 262 (2008): Sponsored by Rep. Jim
o Wayne (Louisville), this bill included
an expansion of the state sales tax to include
specified services. A “No” vote supports the
NFIB position. Bill completely changed by
Senate; failed when returned to the House.

HB 433 (2008): Sponsored by Rep.

o Susan Westrom (Lexington), this bill
would have mandated increased payments to
out-of-network dialysis clinics by insurers. A
“No” vote supports the NFIB position. Bill
failed in the Senate.

HB 426 (2008): Sponsored by Rep.
7 e John Vincent (Ashland), this bill
increased the fee that merchants could charge
for “bad” checks from $25 to $50. A “Yes”
vote supports the NFIB position. Bill passed
both chambers.

SENATE

SB 82 (2007): Sponsored by Sen. Bob

1 o Leeper (Paducah), this bill creates
greater opportunities for finalizing clean-up
standards for contaminated sites and speeds
process for redevelopment. A “Yes” vote sup-
ports the NFIB position. Bill passed both
chambers.

SB 190 (2007): Sponsored by Sen. Tom
2 e Jensen (London), this bill defined inde-
pendent contractors vs. employees to give
clarity for the entitlement to benefits such as

workers” compensation and unemployment.
A “Yes” vote supports the NFIB position. Bill
failed in House.

HB 262 SCS (2008): Sponsored by Rep.
3 o Jim Wayne (Louisville), this bill
included an expansion of the state sales tax to
include specified services. A Senate substitute
removed all new taxes from the bill. A “Yes”
vote supports the NFIB position. Bill failed
when returned to the House.

4 HB 426 (2008): Sponsored by Rep.

o John Vincent (Ashland), this bill
increased the fee that merchants could charge
for “bad” checks from $25 to $50. A “Yes”
vote supports the NFIB position. Bill passed
both chambers.

HB 534 (2008): This bill, sponsored by
5 e Rep. Brent Yonts (Greenville), requires
insurers to notify additional insureds on
workers’ compensation policies if the insured
cancels the policy. A “Yes” vote supports the
NFIB position. Bill passed both chambers.

SB 99 (2007): Sponsored by Sen. Vernie
o McGaha (Russell Springs), this bill
would have denied coverage under workers’
compensation to any employee voluntarily
intoxicated at the time of injury. A “Yes” vote
supports the NFIB position. Bill failed in
House.
