where NFIB had an official position are listed below. The Voting Record

is only one measure of a legislator’s performance. A vote tally does not

indicate which legislators represented small business interests in

committees or behind the scenes. However, the record does indicate

their positions when asked to vote on key issues on the floor of the

House or the Senate. Please take the time to thank those legislators who

supported legislation important to small business.

Omnibus Tax Bill (HF 2362): The
1 o bill created a new 9 percent income
tax bracket. A “No” vote supports the
NFIB position. Passed the House 74-59.
(2007)

Omnibus Tax Bill (SF 1024): This
o Dbill raised the statewide portion of
the commercial property tax. A “No” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed the
Senate 38-28. (2007)

Income Tax Hike (HF 2294): Final
3 o vote in both houses on another bill
to raise the income tax by creating the new
9 percent top rate. A “No” vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed the House
73-58; passed the Senate 35-31. (2007)

Bad Faith, Emmer Amendment
4 o (HF 829): An amendment by Rep.
Tom Emmer to delete the controversial
new bad faith language from the public
safety finance bill. The bill would have
created a new claim against insurance
companies with no caps on damages and
attorney’s fees. A “Yes” vote supports the
NFIB position. Defeated in the House
59-73.(2007)

Restroom Access Legislation,
e Wergin Amendment (SF 140):
An amendment by Sen. Betsy Wergin to
provide increased liability protection for
merchants who are forced to open up
their non-public bathrooms to the public.

A “Yes” vote supports the NFIB position.

Defeated in the Senate 28—34. (2007)

Minimum Wage Hike (SF 875):

o Third reading vote in both houses
on a bill to significantly raise the mini-
mum wage above the federal. The House
bill raised the minimum wage to $7.90 per
hour; the Senate Bill raised the wage to
$7.75 per hour. A “No” vote supports the
NFIB position. Passed the Senate 40-23
(2007); passed the House 82—45 (2008).
Vetoed by Gov. Tim Pawlenty.

Transportation Issue/Veto

e Override Vote (HF 2800): Veto
override vote in both houses. This is the
override vote on the only veto Gov.
Pawlenty has ever had overridden. The
legislation will raise transportation taxes
and fees approximately $6.4 billion over
the next 10 years. A “No” vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed the House

91—41. Passed the Senate 47—20. (2008)

Health Insurance, Section 125

¢ Requirement, Hann Amendment
(SF 3099): An amendment by Sen. David
Hann to insert a permanent opt-out to the
Section 125 requirement that falls on
employers with 11 or more employees
who don’t offer health insurance. A “Yes”
vote supports the NFIB position. The
amendment failed 18—43, but eventually a
permanent opt-out was enacted. (2008)

Workers’ Comp Funds/Miner’s
9 ¢ Health Study, McNamara
Amendment (HF 3569): This is an
amendment by Rep. Denny McNamara to
switch the funding of a critical miner’s
health study from workers’ compensation
funds to an iron range taconite fund. A
“Yes” vote supports the NFIB position.
Defeated in the House 53-81. (2008)

Unemployment Insurance/

1 O e Severance Provision, Gunther
Amendment (HF 1812): This is an amend-
ment by Rep. Bob Gunther to delete a
provision from the budget bill that would
allow workers who are receiving severance
payments to also collect unemployment
insurance benefits at the same time. A
“Yes” vote supports the NFIB position.
Defeated in the House 48—-83. (2008)

Bad Faith, Scheid Amendment
1 1 o (SF2822): This amendment by
Sen. Linda Scheid was a significant step
toward resolving the bad faith issue. It
created a reasonable new bad faith claim
individuals can pursue against their
insurer. Monetary awards and attorney’s
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fees are capped, and claims of bad faith by
the insurer must be proven. A “Yes” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed the
Senate 37-30. (2008)

Health Insurance, Insurers
1 2 o Must Inform Small Employers

of Cost Savings Options Annually (SF
3446): Final vote in both houses on a bill
that requires insurers to inform small
employer customers annually about cer-
tain cost saving plans. A “Yes” vote sup-
ports the NFIB position. Passed the

House 120-12; passed the Senate 64-0.
(2008)

Constitutional Amendment

1 3 o for Natural Resources and Arts
(HF 2285): Final vote in both houses on
the conference committee report on the
constitutional amendment to raise the
sales tax and dedicate funding for natural
resources, arts and other priorities. A
“No” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed the House 85—46; passed the Senate
46-17. (2008) Note: This amendment will

be placed on the ballot and go before the
voters in the 2008 general election.
