Appropriations (HB 1): Would make

stake was a 17.5 percent budget increase that
would cause a deficit. A “No” vote would
have rejected this increase. A “No” vote
supported the NFIB position. Passed in the
House 211-146.

Single Payer Healthcare (HB88):
o Would establish a committee to study
single-payer healthcare. A “Yes” vote sup-

ported a single-payer healthcare plan. A “No”

vote supported the NFIB position. Passed in
the House 232-128.

Civil Action Damages (HB143):

o Relative to the apportionment of dam-
ages in civil actions. A “No” vote supported
the business community’s position against
the trial lawyers’. A “No” vote supported the

NFIB position. Passed in the House 202—150.

4 Mandatory Employer Meetings

o (HB254): Relative to mandatory
employer meetings about political and
religious beliefs, including beliefs about
joining a union. A “Yes” vote supported big
labor. A “No” vote supported the NFIB
position. Passed in the House 232-127.

Right to Work Act (HB819): Would
o establish a right to work act that

provides for freedom of choice on whether
to join a labor union. A “Yes” vote sup-
ported big labor. A “No” vote supported the
NFIB position. Passed in the House 272-75.

6 Public Employee Representation

o (SB216): Relative to certification of
employee organizations to represent
public employees. A “Yes” vote supported
the labor position. A “No” vote supported
the NFIB position. Passed in the House
176-151.

Small Loans (HB267): Relative to
o certain small loans. A “No” vote was
against interest rate regulation on small
short-term loans. A “Yes” vote supported
the NFIB position. Failed in the House 126—
205.

8 Income Tax (CACR24): Relative to
o prohibiting any new tax on
personal income. Providing that no new
tax on personal income shall be levied by
the state of New Hampshire. A “Yes” vote
left open the option of adopting a general
income tax. A “No” vote supported the
NFIB position. Passed in the House 213—
120.

Collective Bargaining (HB1436):
o Relative to requiring inclusion of
an automatic continuation clause in collec-
tively bargained agreements with public
employees. A “Yes” vote supported the
labor position. A “No” vote supported the

NFIB position. Passed in the House
180-126.

1 Unemployment Compensation

(SB502): Relative to unemployment
compensatlon A “Yes” vote hurt small,
seasonal businesses that often hire young,
part-time workers. A “No” vote supported
the NFIB position. Passed in the House 219—
113.

1 Obesity Insurance Mandate
(SB312): Relative to insurance cov-
erage for obesity and morbid obesity. A “Yes”
vote added another mandate to an already
expensive health insurance market in New
Hampshire. A “No” vote supported the
NFIB position. Passed in the House 209-139.

1 2 Bonding State Operations (SB321):

o Relative to construction or renova-
tion of regional vocational centers, transfer-
ring certain positions from the parimutuel
commission to the Department of Safety, and
requiring certain operating budget reduc-
tions. A “Yes” vote supported bonding state
operating costs, a poor substitute for good fis-
cal planning and policy. A “No” vote sup-
ported the NFIB position. Passed the House
205-137.
