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YOUR LEGISLATORS’ VOTING RECORD ON SMALL BUSINESS ISSUES

2007-2008 SESSION: Roll call votes by your state legislators on small business
issues are listed below. While the Voting Record does not reflect all elements
considered by a lawmaker when voting, it can be a guide to evaluating your
legislators’ attitudes toward small business. Please thank those who voted for
NFIB positions in support of small business.

1 House Bill 2031B (2007 Regular
o Session): Creates a one-year 67 per-
cent tax credit for certain C corporations.
This bill allows C corporations with less
than $5 million in Oregon sales to keep their
corporate kicker, saving these companies
$24.8 million in taxes. A “Yes” vote supports
the NFIB position. Gov. Ted Kulongoski
signed the bill after it passed the House 534,
and the Senate 22-7.

HB 2232 (2007 Regular Session):

e Permits board of property tax appeals

to waive penalties on delinquent real property

taxes in some cases. This bill was included in

the governor’s regulatory streamlining pack-

age. A “Yes” vote supports the NFIB posi-

tion. Gov. Kulongoski signed the bill after it
passed the House 560, and the Senate 27-0.

HB 2575B (2007 Regular Session):
3 o Creates a paid family leave program to
be administered by the Bureau of Labor and
Industries that would apply to all employers
who employ 25 or more employees. Funds
the program through a new payroll tax col-
lected by employers. A “No” vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed the House 31-28,
but died on the Senate floor 13-16.

HB 2891A (2007 Regular Session):

e Requires union certification of
certain public employees without an
election if a majority of the employees sign
cards authorizing their support. This
organization by “card check” replaces the
current election process. A “No” vote

supports the NFIB position. Gov.
Kulongoski signed the bill after it passed the
House 35-25, and the Senate 17-13.

HB 3616B (2008 Supplemental
5 o Session): Requires many health insur-
ance plans to cover services provided by
licensed professional counselors and licensed
marriage and family therapists. This insur-
ance mandate could lead to increased pre-
mium costs for small employers who provide
health insurance to their employees. A “No”
vote supports the NFIB position. Died on
the House floor 29-28, but passed the Senate
16-14.

HB 3626A (2008 Supplemental
o Session): Creates the Veterans’ Small
Business Repair Loan Program, which will
provide up to $20,000 in interest-free small
business loans for military personnel return-
ing from Iraq and Afghanistan. A “Yes”
vote supports the NFIB position. Gov.
Kulongoski signed the bill after it passed the
House 55-0, and the Senate 30-0.

SB 194 (2007 Regular Session):
e Expands the circumstances under
which the director of the employment
department may reconsider a determina-
tion of an unemployment tax case. A “Yes”
vote supports the NFIB position. Gov.
Kulongoski signed the bill after it passed the
House 56-0, and the Senate 27-0.

8 SB 196 (2007 Regular Session):
o Increases penalties for unemployment

insurance fraud. A “Yes” vote supports the
NFIB position. Gov. Kulongoski signed the
bill after it passed the House 58-0, and the
Senate 27-0.

SB 838C (2007 Regular Session):

e Requires the Department of Energy

to create a renewable energy portfolio stan-
dard under which electric utilities must
derive 25 percent of annual retail electric-
ity sales from renewable energy sources by
the year 2025. The bill allows electric utili-
ties to increase public purpose charges by
3 percent without approval from the Public
Utilities Commiission. A “No” vote supports
the NFIB position. Gov. Kulongoski signed
the bill after it passed the House 41-18, and

the Senate 22—6.
1 O SB 1081 (2008 Supplemental
e Session): Reconnects Oregon
income tax code to recent changes made
by Congress to the federal income tax code.
Protects Oregon small businesses from los-
ing the significant tax benefits of the federal
stimulus package. A “Yes” vote supports the
NFIB position. Gov. Kulongoski signed the
bill after it passed the House 571, and the
Senate 30-0.
