Independent Contractor Mandate
6 o (HB 2400, Final Passage): This legis-
lation would subject small business owners
in the construction industry to costly litiga-
tion, intimidation and harassment by com-
petitors, unions and plaintiffs lawyers. The
bill prohibits independent contractors
from using subcontractors, requires con-
struction firms to treat everyone they do
business with as an employee, and would
force construction firms into court to prove
business relationships with legitimate inde-
pendent contractors. The bill includes jail
time and civil penalties for small business
owners who make a good-faith effort to
comply with the law. A “No” vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed 122-76.

Tax Reform (SB 1063, Motion to
e Recommit): Reduces the number of
local wage tax collecting agencies from 560
to 69. Adopting the motion to recommit
the bill would have killed the bill. A “No”
vote supports the NFIB position. Failed
92-108.

Tax Collection (SB 1063, Final
8 e Passage): This legislation would
streamline reporting of local wage taxes by
reducing the number of tax-collecting
agencies from 560 to 69. The streamlined
tax collection reporting system should
dramatically reduce the time, paperwork
and confusion small employers experience
in complying with the law. A “Yes” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed
171-29.

Healthcare (HB 2648, Final
o Passage): This legislation would

reauthorize the Pennsylvania Healthcare
Cost Containment Council for healthcare
data submission and collection, and for
access to the data. A “Yes” vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed 201-0.

1 Prevailing Wage (HB 2297,

O e McGeehan Amendment 6860):
This amendment would require all con-
struction and repair projects completed in
tax-free Keystone Opportunity Zones to
be subject to prevailing wage rates. A
“No” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed 126-72.

Tax Collection (SB 1063,
4 o Concurrence): This legislation
would streamline reporting of local wage
taxes by reducing the number of tax-col-
lecting agencies from 560 to 69. The
streamlined tax collection reporting sys-
tem should dramatically reduce the time,
paperwork and confusion small employ-
ers experience in complying with the law.
