1st Substitute House Bill

1 e 45—Comparative Fault
Amendments, Chief Sponsor Scott Wyatt:
Expanded the definition of “fault” to
include intentional torts and allowed for
joint and several liability. A “Yes” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed
House 4822, with 5 absent. Passed Senate
15-13, with 1 absent. House enacting
clause struck after midnight.

House Bill 26—Property Tax

o Exemption for Personal Property,
Chief Sponsor John Dougall: The taxable
tangible personal property of a taxpayer is
exempt from taxation if the taxable tangi-
ble personal property has a total aggregate
fair market value of $3,500 or less. A “Yes”
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed
House 70-0-5. Passed Senate 28—0-1.
Governor signed.

House Bill 64—Impact of
e Administrative Rules on Small
Businesses, Chief Sponsor Stephen Clark:

Modifies the Utah Administrative
Rulemaking Act by requiring that the
agency analysis for a proposed rule
includes the financial impact on business,
including small businesses. A “Yes” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed
House 73—0-2. Passed Senate 25-0—4.
Governor signed.

House Bill 80—Health Insurance
e Amendments, Chief Sponsor James
Dunnigan: Amends the Comprehensive
Health Insurance Pool Act, the lifetime
benefit maximum and eligibility for the
high-risk pool. A “Yes” vote supports the
NFIB position. Passed House 60—4—11.
Passed Senate 23—4-2. Governor signed.

2nd Substitute House Bill
5 e 111—Personal Property Tax
Amendments, Chief Sponsor John
Dougall: Amends the Minimum School
Program Act and the Property Tax Act
relating to personal property and the
calculation of the certified revenue levy
and the certified tax rate. A “Yes” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed

House 66—7-2. Passed Senate 27—-0-2.
Governor signed.

2008

1st Substitute House Bill 53—
6 e Impact of Administrative Rules on
Small Businesses, Chief Sponsor Stephen
Clark: Modifies the Administrative
Rulemaking Act to address the economic
impact of state agency rules on small busi-
nesses. Requires a state agency to consider
methods to minimize the impact of an
agency’s proposed administrative rule if
the agency reasonably expects the rule will
have a measurable negative fiscal effect on
small businesses. A “Yes” vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed House
64-0-11. Passed Senate 26—0—3. Governor
signed.

2nd Substitute House Bill 75—
7 ¢ Inventory and Review of
Commercial Activities, Chief Sponsor
Craig A. Frank: Modifies provisions related
to the Privatization Policy Board. Addresses
the membership of the board, the duties of
the board, including creating an inventory
of activities of state agencies, and creating
an accounting method. Requires the gover-
nor to review certain commercial activities.
A “Yes” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed House 54-17—4. Passed Senate
19-6—4. Governor signed.

8 1st Substitute Senate Bill 45—

¢ Inventory for Competitive
Activities of Local Entities, Chief Sponsor
Howard A. Stephenson: Modifies provi-
sions applicable to specified local entities
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to address inventories for competitive
activities. Requires a county or city of the
first class to create an inventory of activi-
ties by June 30, 2010, requires a county or
city of the second class to create an inven-
tory of activities by June 30, 2011, and
requires reporting and disclosure of the
inventory. A “Yes” vote supports the
NFIB position. Passed Senate 16—8-5.
Passed Senate 41-22—12. Governor
signed.

9 2nd Substitute House Bill
e 133—Health System Reform, Chief
Sponsor David Clark: Requires the

Department of Health, the Insurance
Department and the Governor’s Office of
Economic Development to work with the
Legislature to develop the state’s strategic
plan for health system reform. A “Yes”
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed
House 63-0-12. Passed Senate 26—0-3.
