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YOUR LEGISLATORS’ VOTING RECORD ON SMALL BUSINESS ISSUES

2007-2008 SESSION: Roll call votes by state legislators on those issues where NFIB had an official position,
and where a Key Vote card was used to alert lawmakers that the issue was important to small business,
are listed below. The Voting Record is only one measure of a legislator’s performance. A vote tally does
not indicate which legislators represented small business interests in committees or behind the scenes.
However, the record does indicate their positions when asked to vote on key issues on the floor of the
House or the Senate. Please take the time to thank those legislators who supported legislation important

to small business.

2007

1 Business Franchise Tax

e Reduction (S.B. 749): Reduces
the business franchise tax from

0.55 percent to 0.2 percent over a
five-year period. A “Yes” vote sup-
ports the NFIB position. Passed the
Senate 33-0 and passed the House
98-0. Signed by the governor.

2 Venue Shopping Reform

e (H.B.2956): Will place restric-
tions on out-of-state lawsuits filed in
West Virginia. A “Yes” vote sup-
ports the NFIB position. Passed the
House 94-0 and passed the Senate
33-0. Signed by the governor.

Unauthorized Workers
3 e (S.B.70): Establishes penalties
for employers who hire unauthor-
ized workers. The legislation was
amended to insert the term “know-
ingly hire,” which offers protection
to employers when workers use

fake identification. A “Yes” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed
the Senate 33-0 and passed the
House 94-5. Signed by the
governor.

2008

Tax Relief (S.B. 680): Will ulti-
4 o mately eliminate the business
franchise tax through a multi-year
phase-out. The bill also reduces the
corporate net income tax from 8.75
to 6.5 percent over a five-year
period. A “Yes” vote supports the
NFIB position. Passed the Senate
33-0 and passed the House 97-0.
Signed by the governor.

Linked Deposit Program
5 e (H.B.4018):In an effort to
retain and create new jobs, the small
business linked deposit program will
be renewed. Businesses with fewer
than 50 employees and annual gross
receipts of less than $5 million may

apply for up to $250,000 at 3 percent
less than current market interest
rates. A “Yes” vote supports the
NFIB position. Passed the House
920 and passed the Senate 33-0.
Signed by the governor.

Gas Tax Freeze (H.B. 218):
6 ¢ Will put a freeze on the auto-
matic increase to the state’s whole-
sale gas tax for the 2009 calendar
year. A “Yes” vote supports the
NFIB position. Passed the House
93-0 and passed the Senate 29-3.
Signed by the governor.
