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As Senate Takes Up Legidation Thousandsto Rally on Capitol Hill
To Support Employee Free Choice Act
Call for Workers’ Freedom to Form Unions to Improve Lives will be
Echoed in Events Around the Country

More than 4,000 union members and supporters will gather on Capitol Hill Tuesday, June 19 to
rally in support of the Employee Free Choice Act, legislation that makes it more difficult for
employers to thwart workers’ efforts to form unions to bargain for a better life. The event will
take place the same day consideration of the legislation begins in the U.S. Senate.

Congressional supporters and others who have joined the fight to restore workers’ freedoms will
emphasize the importance of forming unions and bargaining collectively to strengthen the
disappearing middle class in America. Attendees will also hear from a few of the thousands of
workers who are threatened, harassed, even fired, every year for trying to form unions in their
workplaces.

The Washington, DC rally is just one of nearly 100 events taking place around the country this
week to show the widespread public support for the Employee Free Choice. Events are set for
places including Minneapolis/St. Paul, Cincinnati, St. Louis, Lincoln, NE and Salem, OR. For a
partial list of planned events see next page.

Approved by the House in March, the Employee Free Choice Act restores balance to the system
of forming unions and bargaining by giving workers, not bosses, the option of deciding how
they will choose whether to form a union — either through ballot elections or majority sign-up, a
process that enables people to form unions when a majority of employees indicate in writing
they want one.
