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Issues: 2003 — 2006 Regular and Special Sessions Roll-call votes by your state legislators
on the following key small-business issues during this quadrennial of the Alabama Legislature are listed inside.
Although this Voting Record does not reflect all elements considered by a lawmaker when voting, nor does it
represent a complete profile of a legislator, it may be used as a guide in evaluating your legislator’s attitude
toward small business. Remember that many issues that would have affected small business did not go to a
roll-call vote in either the House or Senate. Please thank those legislators who supported small business.

1. Eminent Domain (SB 446): This legisla-
tion was a constitutional amendment that
would restrict the government’s power of
eminent domain for public uses only, such
as roads, parks and public buildings. It
would have prevented private property
from being seized for private commercial
enterprises for the purposes of economic
development. A “Yes” vote in the Senate on a
cloture vote supported the NFIB position. A
cloture vote, which cuts off debate, allows a
vote to be taken on a bill. A “Yes” vote in the
House on third reading of the bill sup-
ported the NFIB position. Passed the Senate
24— 11. Passed the House 54 — 25. The bill
failed in the House because 63 votes are
needed for passage of a constitutional
amendment.

2. Regulatory Flexibility (HB 320): The leg-
islation would have required state agencies
to perform an economic impact analysis
before they implemented new rules or regu-
lations on small businesses, which NFIB
supported. A “Yes” vote in the House sup-
ported the NFIB position. A “No” vote in
the Senate supported the NFIB position.
The bill was filibustered in the Senate and
died on the 10-minute calendar. Passed the
House 90 — 0 — 1. Failed in the Senate 9 — 16,
due to a filibuster.

3. Tax Cut (HB 272): Refunded some of the
budget surplus to Alabama taxpayers. HB
272 passed both houses of the Legislature,
but a tax cut was deleted. Gov. Bob Riley
returned the bill with an executive amend-
ment to give a tax cut to all citizens. The
vote was to override the governor’s execu-
tive amendment. A “No” vote in the Senate
and the House supported the NFIB posi-
tion. Failed in the Senate 26 —9. Failed in the
House 63 -38.

4. State Unemployment Tax Act (HB12):
This legislation would conform state law to
federal law, while saving Alabama busi-
nesses an increase in their annual state
unemployment taxes of approximately
$600 million annually. A “Yes” vote in the
Senate and the House supported the NFIB
position. Passed the Senate 33 — 0. Passed in
the House 97 —0.

5. Disclosure Requirements of Member-
ships and Dues Paid (HB 75-SB 220): This
legislation would have required organiza-
tions such as NFIB to report their members
and the amount they paid in dues. A proce-
dural vote was made to include a substitute
bill in the Senate. A House motion was to
amend HR 794 Special Order Calendar to
include this bill. A “No” vote in the Senate

and a “Yes” vote in the House supported the
NFIB position. Failed in Senate 16 — 12.
Failed in House 42 —38 — 1.

6. Reform and Accountability Special
Session: On Feb. 12,2004, a procedural
motion was made to adjourn for a special
session and reconvene the regular session on
March 8, 2004. Gov. Riley asked the
Legislature to adjourn the regular session to
consider legislation including reform and
accountability of the budget process, state
health insurance and auditing. A “Yes” vote
in the Senate and the House supported the
NFIB position. Failed in the Senate 19 — 16.
Failed in the House 50 — 39.

7.Labor and Services Tax (HB 11): This
legislation would have implemented a new
state sales tax of 4 percent on labor for
repair and installation services coupled
with the local sales rate. The revenue esti-
mate was approximately $40 million for the
state portion, while the local tax estimate
was unknown. This tax legislation was part
of the Amendment One package of bills in
2003. A “No” vote in the Senate and the
House supported the NFIB position. Passed
the Senate 20 — 14 — 1. Passed the House
53 — 37 — 1. The constitutional amendment
failed statewide.
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8.Individual and Corporate Income Tax
(HB 19): This legislation would eliminate
the state individual income tax deductions
for payment of federal income taxes and
Social Security and Medicare taxes and raise
the income tax rate from 5 percent to 6 per-
cent for individuals and corporations. It
would also eliminate deductions, except for
mortgage interest and medical and charita-
ble items. The revenue estimate was $414
million annually for individuals and $60
million annually for corporate tax. This tax
legislation was part of the Amendment One
package of bills in 2003. A “No” vote in the
Senate and the House supported the NFIB
position. Passed the Senate 27 — 6. Passed
the House 63 — 37. The constitutional
amendment failed statewide.

9. Property Tax Increase (HB 3): This legis-
lation for the purposes of the state portion

would have taxed property at 100 percent of
the value, lowered the state property tax rate
from 6.5 mills to 3.5 mills, increased home-
stead exemption on the full value of prop-
erty from $40,000 to $50,000 and adjusted
current-use law to give less of a tax break.
Changes would have been phased in over
four years. The revenue estimate was $435
million annually. This tax legislation was
part of the Amendment One package of
bills in 2003. A “No” vote in the Senate and
the House supported the NFIB position.
Passed the Senate 25 — 10. Passed the House
52 — 38 — 3. The constitutional amendment
failed statewide.

10. Uniform Municipal Business License
System (HB 754): This legislation would
provide a statewide uniform system for the
issuance and calculation of the cost of
municipal business license, promulgate a

common business license application form
for use by all municipalities and provide a
uniform definition of gross receipts and
delivery license. A “Yes” position in the
Senate and the House supported the NFIB
position. Passed the Senate 33 — 0. Passed
the House 99— 1.
