small-business issues during the last two sessions of the Florida Legislature are listed inside. Although this
Voting Record does not reflect all elements considered by a lawmaker when voting, nor does it represent a
complete profile of a legislator, it can be a guide in evaluating your legislator’s attitude toward small business.
Remember that many issues on which small businesses are affected did not go to a roll-call vote in either the
House or Senate. Please thank those legislators who support small business.

1. Constitutional Amendment Reform
(HJR 1723): This legislation places a
proposed amendment to Florida’s
Constitution on the November 2006 ballot,
which, if passed by the voters, will require
an affirmative vote of 60 percent for all
future proposed amendments to be
adopted. A “Yes” vote supports the NFIB
position (2005 vote). Passed the House 89 —
30. Passed the Senate 37 — 3. Filed with sec-
retary of state.

2. Premises Liability (HB 1931 / SB 2566):
This bill would have placed the burden of
proof upon the plaintiff in suits filed due
to slip-and-fall incidents in commercial
establishments to show that the establish-
ment had actual or constructive knowl-
edge that a dangerous condition existed
and failed to take reasonable action to cor-
rect the condition. The House vote is the
final vote on the bill; the Senate vote is the
vote on an amendment to make the Senate
bill identical to the House version. The
Senate vote failed, effectively killing this
good piece of legislation. A “Yes” vote sup-
ports the NFIB position in both cases
(2005 vote). Passed the House 88 — 30.
Failed in the Senate 16 — 24.

3. Substitute Communication Services
Tax (SB 2070): This legislation repealed a
1985 law that levied gross receipts and sales
taxes on independently purchased com-
munications systems, such as two-way
radios and intercoms utilized by busi-
nesses. A “Yes” vote supports the NFIB
position (2005 vote). Passed the House 118
— 0. Passed the Senate 40 — 0. Signed by the
governor.

4.Joint and Several Liability (HB 145):
Repealed Florida law allowing courts to
require a defendant to pay the entire judg-
ment for damages in a civil suit, even if the
defendant was only partially responsible for
the damages incurred. A “Yes” vote supports
the NFIB position (2006 vote). Passed the
House 97 — 23. Passed the Senate 27 — 13.
Signed by the governor.

5.Joint and Several Liability — Fabre
Amendment: Currently, fault can be
apportioned to a party or parties not
named as a defendant in a civil suit for
damages, although no damages can be
sought from these parties. The ability to do
so is known as the “Fabre Doctrine,” and
allows the courts to assess responsibility

more fairly. The Fabre Amendment would
have eliminated this ability, allowing trial
lawyers/plaintiffs to name only “deep
pocket” defendants and nullify the benefi-
cial effects of repealing joint and several lia-
bility. The Senate vote was critical, as it
showed there were enough votes to pass the
full repeal. In response, several senators
who voted for the amendment that would
have killed the bill changed course and
voted in favor of the full bill the next day. A
“No” vote supports the NFIB position
(2006 vote). Failed in the House 79 — 39.
Failed in the Senate 22 —18.

6. Eminent Domain (HB 1567): This legis-
lation eliminates the ability of state and
local governments from taking private
property through eminent domain for the
purpose of economic development and/or
expanding the tax base. The bill was passed
in response to the U.S. Supreme Court
decision in Kelo v. City of New London,
which said economic development serves a
“public purpose” and therefore is permissi-
ble under the U.S. Constitution. A “Yes”
vote supports the NFIB position (2006
vote). Passed the House 120 — 0. Passed the
Senate 37 — 3. Signed by the governor.
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7.Intangible Personal Property Tax (HB
209): This legislation completed repeal of
Florida’s intangible personal property tax by
eliminating the recurring tax imposed on
stocks, bonds, notes and other intangible
personal property. A “Yes” vote supports the
NFIB position (2006 vote). Passed the House
101 — 19. Passed the Senate 31 — 9. Signed by
the governor.

8. Minimum-Wage Implementation (SB

18B): This legislation, passed in the 2005
special session, implemented the minimum
wage amendment to Florida’s Constitution
passed by voters in 2004. Among other
things, the law requires an employee to notify
an employer of any violation and allows 15
days for the employer to resolve any claims
for unpaid wages before facing a lawsuit. A
“Yes” vote supports the NFIB position (2005
vote). Passed the House 117 — 2. Passed the
Senate 40 — 0. Signed by the governor.
