small-business issues are listed below. While the Voting Record does not reflect all elements consid-
ered by a lawmaker when voting, it can be a guide in evaluating your legislators’ attitudes toward
small business. Please thank those who voted for NFIB positions in support of small business.

1. Small Employer Flexible Benefit Plans,
Berglin Amendment (HF 1809): An
amendment by Sen. Linda Berglin to
weaken the flexible benefit plan legislation
and limit the purchase of the plans only to
employers who have not offered health
insurance in the last 12 months. A “No” vote
supports the NFIB position. Defeated in the
Senate 15 —47. (2005)

2. Small Employer Flexible Benefit Plans
(HF 588/HF 1809): Third reading vote in
both houses on legislation to allow small
employers to purchase a health-insurance
policy that does not include all the state
health-care mandates. A “Yes” vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed the House 90 —
41; passed the Senate 53 — 10. (2005)

3.House Tax Bill (HF 785): Third reading
vote on the House tax bill that enacted sig-
nificant property tax reforms, health savings
account conformity and a phase-in of a
sales-only apportionment formula for the
corporate income tax. A “Yes” vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed the House 80 —
53.(2005)

4. Senate Tax Bill (HF 2206): Third reading
vote on what was known as the third
omnibus tax bill, which increased the
statewide property tax businesses must pay

and created a new 10.65 percent personal
income-tax bracket. A “No” vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 35 —
28. Ultimately, these two tax-increase provi-
sions were left out of the final 2005 tax bill.
(2005)

5. Final Tax Bill (HF 138): A vote in both
houses on the final tax bill negotiated in July
2005 at the end of the special session. The
bill contained the critical HSA conformity
to the federal law and the phase-in to the
sales-only apportionment for the corporate
income tax. A “Yes” vote supports the NFIB
position. Passed the House 123 — 6; passed
the Senate 61 — 5. (2005)

6. Minimum Wage, Kleis Amendment (SF
3): An amendment by Sen. Dave Kleis to
delete the proposed hike and automatically
tie Minnesota’s minimum wage to the fed-
eral wage, so it would increase when the fed-
eral law changed. The Senate bill raised the
wage to $7 per hour. A “Yes” vote supports
the NFIB position. Defeated in the Senate
29-36.(2005)

7. Minimum Wage, Seifert Amendment
(SF 3): An amendment offered by Rep.
Marty Seifert to expand the definition of
a small employer to firms with $1 million
or less per year in gross sales. These firms

would pay the new lower minimum wage
of $5.25. A “Yes” vote supports the NFIB
position. Defeated in the House 66 — 68.
(2005)

8. Northstar Commuter Rail Project,
Vandeveer Amendment (HF 3): An
amendment by Rep. Ray Vandeveer to
delete the funding for the Northstar
Commuter Rail Line from the bonding bill.
A “Yes” vote supports the NFIB position.
Defeated in the House 29 — 104. (2005)

9. Eminent Domain, Kelley Amendment
(SF2750): An amendment by Sen. Steve
Kelley to remove a critical provision pro-
tecting property owners who are zoned as
legal, non-conforming uses. The bill pro-
vided additional protections for businesses
zoned with this status. A “No” vote supports
the NFIB position. Defeated in the Senate
25-41.(2006)

10. Eminent Domain, Goodwin Amend-
ment (SF 2750): An amendment by Rep.
Barb Goodwin to specifically exempt proj-
ects in two cities from the restrictions of the
new law. Earlier, the House voted for several
general exemptions affecting cities with tax-
increment financing districts. A “No” vote
supports the NFIB position. Defeated in the
House 58 — 74. (2006)
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11. Eminent Domain, House/Senate Vote
(SF2750): Third reading vote in both
houses on a bill enacting significant restric-
tions to the eminent-domain law and pro-
viding several new protections for small
businesses and other property owners. A
“Yes” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed the House 115 — 17; passed the
Senate 64 — 2. (2006)

12. Eminent Domain, Final Vote (SF 2750):

Final conference committee report vote on
the eminent-domain reform bill. A “Yes”

vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the
House 115 — 17; passed the Senate 56 — 9.
(2006)

13. Senate Tax Bill (SF 3131): Third reading
vote on the Senate tax bill, which increased
the statewide property tax that businesses
must pay. This was the first attempt on the
Senate tax bill. The bill was defeated, but
later repassed without the increase in the
statewide property tax. A “No” vote sup-
ports the NFIB position. Defeated in the
Senate 32 — 35. (2006)
