issues are listed below. While the Voting Record does not reflect all elements considered by a law-
maker when voting, it can be a guide in evaluating your legislators’ attitudes toward small business.
Please thank those who voted for NFIB positions in support of small business.

1. SB0846—Workers’ Compensation
Reforms: This bill addresses workers’
compensation reform and requires the
court to narrow its interpretation of per-
manent partial disability, orders media-
tion in cases of dispute and limits
compensation for permanent disfigure-
ment. A “Yes” vote supports NFIB’s posi-
tion. Passed the House 93 — 3, passed the
Senate 25 —21.

2. HB1848—Creates the Health Savings
Account Act: Creates a Health Savings
Account Act to provide for availability of
health savings accounts for payment of
qualified medical expenses of eligible
individuals or their dependents. A “Yes”
vote supports NFIB’s position. Passed the
House 97 — 0, passed the Senate 43 — 0.

3. HB1547—Major Tax Cut: Modifies the
income-tax rate applicable to a certain
amount of income and specifies taxable
years for which a reduction is applicable.
A “Yes” vote supports NFIB’s position.
Passed the House 87 — 12, passed the
Senate 41 — 3.

4. HB2046—Workers’ Compensation
Reform: Drug testing, stronger penalties
for fraud, mediation, clearer definitions

for soft-tissue injuries and the elimination
of attorneys in the first stages of a claim
were just a few of the changes to the
workers’ compensation law in this mas-
sive reform bill. A “Yes” vote supports
NFIB’s position. Passed the House 59 —
37, failed the Senate 22 — 26.

5. HB1323—OK Small Business Regula-
tory Flexibility Amendments Act:
Modifies reference to the legislative busi-
ness committees for purposes of the
Oklahoma Small Business Regulatory
Flexibility Amendments Act. A “Yes” vote
supports NFIB’s position. Passed the
House 96 — 0, passed the Senate 46 — 0.

6. HB1172X—Exemptions from Estate
Tax—Income-Tax Rates: This measure
would provide for a gradual repeal of the
death tax, would reduce the state income
tax from 6.25 percent to 5.25 over four
years and raise our state deductions to
match the federal limits. A “Yes” vote sup-
ports NFIB’s position. Passed the House
80— 7, passed the Senate 43 — 4.

7.SB1665:—State and Local Sales-Tax
Exemptions: Provides a sales-tax exemp-
tion for sales of clothing that take place
on the first weekend in August. A “Yes”

vote supports NFIB’s position. Passed the
House 87 — 10, passed the Senate 42 — 5.

8. HJR1057—Amendment to Provide
Criteria for Eminent Domain: Proposed
a constitutional amendment to clarify
that public use under eminent-domain
statutes do not include increases in tax
base, tax revenues, employment or gen-
eral economic health. A “Yes” vote sup-
ports NFIB’s position. Passed the House
100 — 0, passed the Senate 41 — 0.

9.SB334—Regarding Inheritance Tax:
Provides immediate estate-tax relief to
non-lineal heirs, such as nephews and
nieces, and completely eliminates the
estate tax. A “Yes” vote supports NFIB’s
position. Passed the House 79 — 17,
passed the Senate 46 — 0.
