issues are listed below. While the Voting Record does not reflect all elements considered by a law-
maker when voting, it can be a guide in evaluating your legislators’ attitudes foward small business.
Please thank those who voted for NFIB positions in support of small business.

1. SB 1: Requires mental health and
substance abuse coverage at the same level
as other health issues for all health insurers.
Otherwise known as “mental health parity,”
it is a costly health-insurance mandate. A
“NO” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed Senate 23-6. Passed House 59-1.
Governor signed.

2.SB 147: Increases period in which retalia-
tion complaint may be filed against an
employer from 30 days to 90 days. A “NO”
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed
Senate 17-11. Died in House Committee.

3.SB 235: Requires a place of public accom-
modation to accommodate the disabled by
removing physical barriers to entry and
providing auxiliary aids and services when
necessary. Could have potentially required
businesses to provide goods or services at
the door, sidewalk or curb or provide free
home delivery with no minimum pur-
chases. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB
position. Passed Senate 17-11. Died in
House Committee.

4. SB 333: Increases from $5,500 to $7,500
the maximum amount of damages that
may be pled in smaller tort action for which
the court must award attorneys’ fees to the
prevailing plaintiff. Increasing the number

of small claims subject to mandatory
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attorneys’ fees would have provided more
incentives to file claims against employers.
The bill would have also increased the maxi-
mum allowable dollar amount in a demand
letter to an employer. A “NO” vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed Senate 19-8. Died
in House Committee.

5. SB 408: Requires that the taxes recouped
from ratepayers by utility companies (PGE,
Pacific Power and NW Natural Gas) reflect
the taxes those large utility companies actu-
ally pay. SB 408 stops the multi-million dol-
lar practice of investor-owned utilities
charging ratepayers for taxes that the utility
does not pay. A “YES” vote supports the
NFIB position. Passed Senate 30-0. Passed
House 54-6. Governor signed.

6. SB 426: Requires that public employers
recognize a labor union if the labor union
or the employees present the employer with
signed authorization for union representa-
tion from at least a majority of employees. A
“NO” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed Senate 17-13. Died in House
Committee.

7.SB 618: Requires employers to provide
unpaid rest periods and physical accommo-
dations for employees who are nursing. A
“NO” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed Senate 22-6. Substantially altered
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for NFIB’s approval in the House. Governor
signed.

8. SB 644: Excludes leave taken by an em-
ployee because of a job-related injury from
the definition of family leave. SB 644 would
have added significant workplace disrup-
tions by allowing employees to take the
necessary time off for a workers’ comp
injury and then come back to work and
immediately claim the full 12 weeks of fam-
ily leave. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB
position. Passed Senate 18-7. Died in House
Committee.

9. SB 845: Designates unused value of gift
cards to be property assumed abandoned
after 3 years from date of purchase or last
transaction. Prohibits issuing cards with
expiration dates or fees. SB 845 attempted
to disallow expiration  continued on page 2
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continued from front page dates for gift cards,
while at the same time allowing state gov-
ernment the ability to assume a gift certifi-
cate is abandoned after 3 years. A “NO”
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed
Senate 18-12. Died in House Committee.

10. SB 1085: Permits employers to enforce
workplace drug-free policies even when
employee is a medical marijuana user. A
“YES” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed House 39-14. Lost in Senate 11-19.

11. HB 2127: The final approved version
of HB 2127 includes more than $230 mil-
lion in unemployment insurance tax cuts
over the next four years. A “YES” vote sup-
ports the NFIB position. Passed House 58-
0. Passed Senate 28-0. Governor signed.

OREGON HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES

12.HB 2332: Creates a 50 percent capital
gains subtraction in Oregon for personal
and corporate taxpayers. The capital gains
tax cut is phased in over five years. A “YES”
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed
House 34-25. Died in Senate Committee.

13. HB 2542: Would have fully reconnected
the Oregon tax code to the federal govern-
ment’s by making health savings accounts
entirely tax deductible. A “YES” vote sup-
ports the NFIB position. Passed House 37 to
23. Died in Senate Committee.

14. HB 2588: Directs a 5-year, $1 million
study that grants chiropractors unlimited
attending physician status for workers’
comp injuries. The proposal used $1 million
of employer money to fund a study that

employers did not ask for. A “NO” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed House
52-7. Passed Senate 16-14. Governor vetoed.

15. HB 2629: Eliminates Oregon’s estate tax
for all Oregon estates valued under $2 mil-
lion in tax years 2007 and 2008 and $3.5
million in 2009 and beyond. A “YES” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed House
37-20. Died in Senate Committee.

16. HB 2693: Permits employers to enforce
workplace drug-free policies even when
employee is a medical marijuana user. A
“YES” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed House 39-20. Died in Senate
Committee.
