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ISSU@S: 2006 SeSS|On Roll-call votes by your state legislators on small-business
issues are listed below. While the Voting Record does not reflect all elements considered by a law-
maker when voting, it can be a guide in evaluating your legislators’ attitudes toward small business.
Please thank those who voted for NFIB positions in support of small business.

House of Representatives

1. Tax-Free Health Savings Accounts (HB
2125), Final Passage: This bill exempts
employer and employee contributions to
health savings accounts from the state
income tax. A “Yes” vote supported the
NFIB position. Passed the House 195 —0.

2. Unemployment Compensation Benefit
Expansion (HB 163), Concurrence: This
bill allows a claimant to collect unemploy-
ment benefits, even if the individual already
is collecting Social Security, railroad retire-
ment or other pension benefits. “Double
dipping” discourages individuals from
returning to the workforce and is unfair to
employers. A “No” vote supported the NFIB
position. Passed the House 196 — 0.

3. Regulatory Flexibility for Small
Business (HB 236), Final Passage: This bill
requires state agencies to consider the
impact of regulatory mandates on small
businesses before they are implemented and
would require agencies to examine alterna-
tives for small businesses that would achieve
the desired public protection. A “Yes” vote
supported the NFIB position. Passed the
House 193 —4.

4.Job-Creating Tax Cuts (HB 515), Veto
Override: This bill lowers the personal
income tax rate, raises the cap on net
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operating loss carryforwards and adjusts the
existing formula for the Pennsylvania cor-
porate net income tax to weigh more heav-
ily on sales. A “Yes” vote supported the NFIB
position. The override vote failed 116 — 76.

5. Business Registration Fees (HB 1906),
Final Passage: This bill eliminates the
expense of publishing business filings in
newspapers and legal journals. The bill
would require the State Department to post
business filings to the state Internet site,
improving public access to these records. A
“Yes” vote supported the NFIB position.
Passed the House 189 —9.

6. Eminent Domain (HB 2054),
Concurrence: The bill places stricter con-
trols over the eminent-domain powers used
by government to seize private property.
The bill prohibits the outright use of emi-
nent domain to benefit private businesses,
redefines the term “blight” to apply only to
the physical condition of the property and
eliminates economic blight as a justification
for government to seize private property. A
“Yes” vote supported the NFIB position.
The House concurred 195 —0.

7.Employer Immunity (SB 69), Final
Passage: This bill provides civil immunity
to employers who disclose job performance
or other information about a former or

current employee to a prospective employer.
A “Yes” vote supported the NFIB position.
Passed the House 196 —0.

8.Legal Representation at Unemployment
Compensation Hearings (SB 464), Final
Passage: This bill corrected a Common-
wealth Court decision that required
employers to be represented by an attorney
when defending an unemployment insur-
ance claim at the hearing level. A “Yes” vote
supported the NFIB position. Passed the
House 195-2.

9. Small-Business Tax Increase (SB 854),
Scavello Amendment: This legislation orig-
inally was intended to exempt employer and
employee contributions to health savings
accounts from the state income tax. The
amendment raises the personal income-tax
rate and imposes more than $2 billion dol-
lars in new sales taxes and taxes on business.
The bill also requires employers to pay
school property taxes on business property.
A “No” vote supported the NFIB position.
Passed the House 105 — 90.

10. Lawsuit Abuse Reform (SB 435),
Gannon Amendment: This bill partially
repeals the legal doctrine of joint and several
liability and reenacts the Fair Share Act—
Act 57 of 2002 that was struck down by the
courts on procedural grounds. The Gannon
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amendment weakened the changes to joint
and several liability included in Act 57 and
reneged on the 2002 compromise. A “No”
vote supported the NFIB position. The
amendment failed 99 — 100.

11. Minimum Wage (SB 1090), Final
Passage: This bill raises the state minimum
wage to $7.15 an hour. A “No” vote sup-
ported the NFIB position. Passed the House
161-37.

Senate

1. Employer Immunity (SB 69), Final
Passage: This bill provides civil immunity to
employers who disclose job performance or
other information about a former or cur-
rent employee to a prospective employer. A
“Yes” vote supported the NFIB position.
The bill passed 47 — 0.

2. Lawsuit Abuse Reform (SB 435),
Greenleaf Amendment: This bill partially
repeals the legal doctrine of joint and several
liability and reenacts the Fair Share Act—
Act 57 of 2002 that was struck down by the
courts on procedural grounds. The
Greenleaf amendment weakened the bill
and reneged on the 2002 compromise. A
“No” vote supported the NFIB position.
The amendment failed 24 — 26.

3.Legal Representation at Unemploy-
ment Compensation Hearings (SB 464),
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Final Passage: This bill corrected a
Commonwealth Court decision that
required employers to be represented by an
attorney when defending an unemploy-
ment insurance claim at the hearing level. A
“Yes” vote supported the NFIB position.
The measure passed the state Senate 47 — 0.

4. Tax-Free Health Savings Accounts (SB
854), Final Passage: This bill exempts
employer and employee contributions to
health savings accounts from the state
income tax. A “Yes” vote supported the
NFIB position. The bill passed 50 — 0.

5.Eminent Domain (SB 881), Concur-
rence: This bill places stricter controls over
the eminent-domain powers used by gov-
ernment to seize private property. The bill
prohibits the outright use of eminent
domain to benefit private businesses, rede-
fines the term “blight” to apply only to the
physical condition of the property and
eliminates economic blight as a justification
for government to seize private property. A
“Yes” vote supported the NFIB position.
The Senate concurred 49 — 0.

6. Unemployment Compensation Benefit
Expansion (HB 163), Final Passage: This
bill allows a claimant to collect unemploy-
ment benefits even if the individual already
is collecting Social Security, railroad retire-
ment or other pension benefits. “Double

dipping” discourages individuals from
returning to the workforce and is unfair to
employers. A “No” vote supported the NFIB
position. The bill passed 50 — 0.

7.Job-Creating Tax Cuts (HB 515),
Concurrence: This bill lowers the personal
income tax rate, raises the cap on net oper-
ating loss carryforwards and adjusts the
existing formula for the Pennsylvania cor-
porate net income tax to weigh more heav-
ily on sales. The vote was unanimous. A
“Yes” vote supported the NFIB position.
The Senate concurred 35— 13.

8.Minimum Wage (SB 1090), Concur-
rence: This bill raises the state minimum
wage to $7.15 an hour. A “No” vote sup-
ported the NFIB position. The Senate con-
curred 38 —11.
