
BOTH CHAMBERS
1. Direct Action (2024 - HB 337): Allows injured parties to 
sue insurance companies directly instead of going through 
the business or party they believe caused the harm. A “YES” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate [39-0]. 
Passed the House [85-16]. Signed by the governor.

2. Occupational Licensing (2024 - HB 716): Provides for 
universal recognition of occupational licenses, removing 
red tape and making it easier for people to begin working 
once they move into the state. A “YES” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Passed the Senate [39-0]. Passed the 
House [97-8]. Signed by the governor.

3. Corporate Franchise Tax (Third Extraordinary Session 
2024 - HB3): Eliminates the corporate franchise tax, a major 
impediment to business development in our state. Louisiana 
is one of 15 states that levies both a corporate income tax 
and a corporate franchise tax. A “YES” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the Senate [39-0]. Passed the House 
[83-14]. Signed by the governor.

4. Personal Income Tax (Third Extraordinary Session 
2024 - HB10): Reduces the personal income tax rate to a 
flat 3% rate and increases the standard deduction. The 
new law also requires local governments to include, on 
their sales tax returns, a separate line item for the sales 
of prescription drugs and manufacturing, machinery, and 
equipment to track the fiscal impact the exemptions 
have on local budgets. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate [38-1]. Passed the House 
[71-23]. Signed by the governor.Passed the House 50-46. 
Vetoed by the governor.

5. Unemployment Insurance (UI) Benefits (2025 - HB 
153): Strengthens work search obligations for recipients of 
UI benefits by requiring them to perform five job-seeking 
activities each week—but it also allows for flexibility when job 
searching isn’t practical. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate [28-8]. Passed the House [73-24]. 
Signed by the governor. 

6. Inventory Tax Credit (2025 - HB 365): Provides for an 
optional exemption of business inventory from ad valorem 
taxes and authorizes the reduction of the fair market 
value percentage of business inventory under certain 
circumstances. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate [39-0]. Passed the House [93-0]. Signed by 
the governor.

7. Comparative Fault (2025 - HB 431): Enhance 
accountability in our justice system by barring the recovery 
of damages if the claimant is 51% or more at-fault in 
an accident. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate [28-9]. Passed the House [67-26]. Signed 
by the governor.

8. Housley Presumption (2025 - HB450): Eliminates the 
Housley Presumption that requires injured parties to prove 
that an accident caused their injuries rather than assuming it. 
A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
[28-9]. Passed the House [67-24]. Signed by the governor.

9. One Door Policy (2025 - HB 617): Reorganizes the 
Department of Children and Family Services to ensure better 
agency efficiency and coordination. A “YES” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Passed the Senate [39-0]. Passed the 
House [98-0]. Signed by the governor.

10. Vendors’ Compensation (2025 - SB 112): Provides for the 
payment of vendor’s compensation for the timely collection 
and remittance of state and local sales taxes. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate [39-0]. 
Passed the House [98-0]. Signed by the governor.

11. Medical Transparency (2025 - SB231): Allows judges 
and juries to see evidence of both billed and paid amounts, 
but limit recovery to only what was actually paid in cases 
where private insurance and Medicare are used. A “YES” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate [27-8]. 
Passed the House [81-15]. Signed by the governor.
