
BOTH CHAMBERS

1. New Requirements for Job Postings (2023 - HB 
3129): Requires employers with 15 or more employees 
to include salary ranges and benefi t descriptions on 
job postings. Penalties for failing to include salary 
ranges and benefi ts information range from 
$250-$10,000, depending on the nature of the violation
and the number of violations. A “NO” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 35-19. Passed 
the House 75-39. Signed by the governor. 

2. Increasing the Cost of Day & Temporary Labor 
(2023 - HB 2862): Requires day or temporary workers 
who work more than 90 days for a third-party client 
to receive equivalent pay and benefi ts as direct-hire 
employees. This legislation also grants third-party 
activist groups the right to sue staffi  ng agencies and 
third-party clients upon reasonable belief of Day 
& Temporary Labor Services Act violations. A “NO” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
49-03. Passed the House 72-36. Signed by the governor. 

3. Awarding Punitive Damages under the Wrong-
ful Death Act (2023 - HB 219): Permits litigants to 
sue employers for punitive damages in addition to 
regular damages under the Wrongful Death Act. A 

“NO” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 37-19. Passed the House 75-40. Signed by the 
governor.  

4. Expansion of Prevailing Wage (2023 - HB 2845):
Expands the categories of work subject to prevailing 
wage under the Prevailing Wage Act to include the 
removal, hauling, transportation, and disposal of 
biosolids, lime, sludge, and lime residue from water 
treatment plants or facilities. A “NO” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 34-19. Passed 
the House 78-32. Signed by the governor. 

5. Workforce Development Report (2024 - SB 2907): 
Requires the Illinois Department of Commerce and 
Economic Opportunity (DCEO) to compile a one-time 
report of all state-funded job training and workforce 
development programs in Illinois to better identify 
existing resources devoted to closing the workforce 
skills gap. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate 58-00. Passed the House 70-05. 
Sent to the governor.  

6. Employer Gag Legislation (2024 - SB 3649): Limits 
employer rights under federal law to hold 
mandatory workplace meetings to discuss the 
employer’s perspective on unionization with employees, 
exposing the employer to civil liability and penalties 
if it is determined that the employer took adverse 
action against an employee for failing to attend such 
a meeting. The limitation also extends to broadly 
defi ned “religious” and “political” issues. A “NO” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
39-18. Passed the House 79-30. Sent to the governor. 

7. Human Rights Charges Against Employers 
(2024 - SB 3310): More than doubles the period for 
civil rights charges to be fi led with or issued by the 
Department of Human Rights against employers, 
extending the period from 300 calendar days to two 
years. This extension puts Illinois outside the regional 
and federal norms for fi ling human rights complaints 
against employers. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 38-18. Passed the House 
72-39. Sent to the governor. 

8. Disclosure of Personnel Records to Employee 
Representatives (2024 - HB 3763): Requires employers 
with fi ve or more employees to provide copies of 
personnel records to employee representatives upon 
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BOTH CHAMBERS (continued)

a text message request from the employee. Specifi es 
additional types of documents subject to employee 
inspection and streamlines the process for employees 
to bring civil action against their employers for alleged 
violations of the Personnel Records Review Act. A 

“NO” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 36-19. Passed the House 71-35. Sent to the 
governor.
