
BOTH CHAMBERS
1. Elimination of Pension Tax Parity and $800 
Million in Corporate Tax Incentives (2023 - HB 
4001): A bill that includes elimination of state taxes 
on public pensions. This legislation also increases the 
earned income tax credit and other economic incen-
tives for larger businesses resulting in an estimated 
ongoing cost of $1 billion. A “NO” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
20-17. Passed the House 56-53. Signed by the governor. 

2. Elimination of Right to Work (2023 - SB 34): 
Eliminates the ability of employees of a company that 
is collectively bargained to decline joining or paying 
dues to the union. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 20-16. Passed the House 
56-52. Signed by the governor. 

3. Reinstatement of Prevailing Wage Requirements 
(2023 - HB 4007): Reinstates prevailing wage 
requirements on all state construction projects. A 

“NO” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 20-16. Passed the House 56-52. Signed by the 
governor. 

4. Elimination of Sales Tax on Delivery and 
Installation (2023 - HB 4039): Prevents the Michigan 
Department of Treasury from collecting sales tax 
revenue from businesses for delivery and installation 
of goods and services. A “YES” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the Senate 35-1. Passed the 
House 85-19. Signed by the governor. 

5. Elimination of Prohibition on Administrative 
Rules Being More Stringent than Federal (2023 - SB 
14): Eliminates the current law that requires state 
departments to justify adopting any administrative 
rules that are stricter than current federal regulations.
A “NO” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed 
the Senate 20-18. Passed the House 56-52. Signed by 
the governor. 

6. Omnibus Budget for State Government (2023 
- HB 4437): An appropriation bill that increased 
government spending, not including singular federal 
appropriations, by 30% compared to the 2018-2019 
budget. This legislation also funded the expansion 
of state government, including new staff , to enforce 
new labor mandates and regulations. A “NO” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 26-10. 
Passed the House 61-47. Signed by the governor. 

7. Worker Transition Offi  ce (2023 - SB 519): Sets up 
a new agency in the state government designed to 
help workers, like those in the auto industry, whose 
jobs are eliminated as non-renewable. A “NO” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 20-
18. Passed the House 56-52. Signed by the governor. 

8. Carbon Neutral Energy Mandate (2023 - SB 271): 
Requires that energy providers in Michigan transition 
to renewable energy and be 100% carbon neutral 
by 2040. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate 20-17. Passed the House 56-51. 
Signed by the governor. 

9. Elimination of the Environmental Rules Review 
Committee (2024 - HB 4826): Eliminates the 
Environmental Rules Review Committee, a bipartisan 
board of stakeholders, whose purpose was to 
oversee and advise the Department of Environment, 
Great Lakes, and Energy on newly proposed rules. A 

“NO” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 20-17. Passed the House 56-53. Signed by the 
governor.
