
BOTH CHAMBERS
1. Crime/Shoplifting (2024 – HB 438): Increases 
the penalty threshold for shoplifting crimes from a 
misdemeanor to a felony. A “YES” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the Senate [51-0]. Passed the 
House [89-29]. Signed by the governor.

2. Insurance (2024 – HB 1647): Authorizes the 
Mississippi Commissioner of Insurance to establish 
and operate a state-based healthcare insurance 
exchange. The legislation intends to increase the 
availability of affordable health insurance. A “YES” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
[38-14]. Passed the House [111-6]. Enacted without 
the governor’s signature.

3. Oil and Gas Tax (2024 – HB 1764): Eliminates the 
3.5% Mississippi contractor’s tax for drilling, redrilling, 
completing, or working over an oil or gas well. The 
bill also changes the sales tax rate on services 
provided in an oil or gas field from 7% to 4.5%. A 

“YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate [50-0]. Passed the House [120-0]. Signed by 
the governor.

4. Workforce Skills Training (2024 – SB3099): 
Creates an income tax credit for employers who 
sponsor employee skills training. Employer-
sponsored skills training must be provided by 
or approved by the appropriate community or 
junior college in the district where the employer is 
located to qualify for credit. A “YES” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Passed the Senate [52-0]. 
Passed the House [121-0]. Signed by the governor.

5. Build Up Mississippi Act (2025 – HB1): An act to 
lower the personal income tax rate from 4% to 3% 
beginning in 2027. The rate will be further reduced 
by 0.3% every year thereafter until it’s eliminated 
by 2037. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate [32-16]. Passed the House [92-27]. 
Signed by the governor. 
 
6. Rual Property Assessments (2025 – HB 1878): 
Clarifies property tax procedures for assessing  
the true value of rural structures, including  
poultry houses. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate [51-0]. Passed  
the House [115-0]. Signed by the governor.

7. One Door Policy (2025 – SB2290): Establishes 
a taskforce to increase labor force participation in 
Mississippi, raise earning capacity of Mississippians 
through education and training for high-wage, high-
demand jobs and streamline access to workforce 
and social services through a unified “One Door” 
approach. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate [51-0]. Passed the House [112-2]. 
Signed by the governor.
