
BOTH CHAMBERS
1. Revises Workers Compensation laws relating to 
travel and reimbursement (2025-HB 367): As many 
employers now pay mileage or a base amount for travel 
to their employees for travel in their personal vehicles, 
this clarifies that by doing so, the employee is not 
automatically covered by Worker’s compensation any 
time they are in that vehicle. A “YES” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the Senate (47 – 1). Passed the 
House (100- 0). Signed by the governor.

2. Revises laws relating to the Unemployment 
Insurance (UI) program collection rates and uses  
(2025-HB 210): Creates a new, lower fee tier in UI, which 
would reduce many small business UI rates. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position.  Passed the Senate (49 -1). 
Passed the House (100 – 0). Signed by the governor.

3. Revises civil liability laws relating to statutes of 
limitation for certain actions (2025-SB 143): Reduces 
the statutes of limitations for the contractor’s liability 
for work done on real property from 8 and 10 years to 6 
years. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position: Passed 
the Senate (47 -2).  Passed the House (58-41).  Signed 
by the governor.

4. Revises sentencing laws related to theft (2025-SB 19): 
Revises sentencing laws for property and financial 
crimes by increasing penalty thresholds. The law 
applies to crimes related to theft, forgery and deceptive 
practices.  A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position: 
Passed the Senate (37-13).  Passed the House (61-38). 
Signed by the governor.

5. Increases the business equipment tax exemption 
(2025-SB 322): This proposal would have increased the 
amount of business equipment exempt from taxation 

from $1 million to $3 million. It was later amended to 
$1.5 million. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate (40-9). Failed on the motion to “blast” 
from committee where it was tabled in the House (48-52). 
 
6. Phases out polystyrene single use food containers 
(2025-HB 477): This proposal would have made 
Styrofoam food containers illegal in Montana. A “NO” 
vote supports the NFIB position.  Passed the Senate (26-
22). Passed the House (56-41).  Vetoed by the governor.

7. Revises nuisance laws (2025-HB 791): This proposal 
limits abusive public nuisance lawsuits that are 
sometimes filed against small businesses.  A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position.  Passed the Senate (32-18).  
Passed the House (58-41). Signed by the governor.

8. Revises income tax laws to lower income taxes 
(2025-HB 337): This proposal reduces the top income 
tax rate in Montana from the current 5.9% to 4.1% 
by 2027.  It also increases the income level at which 
the higher rate applies. A “YES” vote supports the 
NFIB position.  Passed the Senate (34-16).  Passed the 
House (55-40).  Signed by the governor.
