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Votes by your state legislators on key small business issues are listed here. Although this Voting Record does not 
reflect all elements considered by a lawmaker when voting, nor does it represent a complete profile of a legislator, 
it can be a guide in evaluating your legislator’s attitudes toward small business. Please thank those legislators who 
supported small business. 

1. Captive audience (2025 – S3302/A4429): Restricts 
employers from requiring attendance at worksite 
meetings to discuss labor organization activities, 
political, or religious matters. A “NO” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 38-1. Passed 
the Assembly 66-4. Signed by the governor.

2. Workers’ compensation attorneys’ fees (2024 – 
S2822/A3986): Increases the attorneys’ contingency 
fee cap from 20 percent to 25 percent in workers’ 
compensation cases. A “NO” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the Senate 27-9. Passed  
the Assembly 54-20. Signed by the governor.

3. Retail theft (2025 – S3587/A4755):  Revises 
sentencing laws for certain property and financial 
crimes and grants the Attorney General new powers 
to combat organized retail theft. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 38-0. 
Passed the Assembly 76-0. Signed by the governor.

4. Outdoor restaurant and bar service (2024 – 
S3608/A4866): Allows restaurants and certain 
alcoholic beverage retailers and manufacturers to 
extend their services to certain outdoor locations. 
A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed 
the Senate 39-0. Passed the Assembly 75-0. Signed 
by the governor. 

5. Regulatory and economic program 
communication (2025 – A5422): Allows businesses 
to receive information via email concerning new 
regulations and economic incentives that affect their 
business and related industries. A “YES” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Passed the Assembly 80-0. 
 
6. Regulatory violation cure period (2025 – A5420): 
Permits 30-day extension to current cure period for 
certain businesses to address and resolve certain 
violations that do not cause a significant adverse 
impact to the public safety or welfare, result in loss 
of income or benefits to an employee, or present the 
risk of environmental harm. A “YES” Vote supports 
the NFIB position. Passed the Assembly 79-0.
