
BOTH CHAMBERS
1. Texas DOGE (2025 – SB 14): Creates the Texas 
Regulatory Efficiency Office to find and eliminate 
unnecessary regulations in state agencies and create 
best practices for state agencies to follow to reduce 
regulatory strains on Texas businesses. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 26-5. 
Passed the House 97-51. Signed by the governor.

2. Lawsuit Reform (2025 – SB 30): Addresses 
practices that highly favor plaintiffs. These safeguards 
will level the playing field and reduce frivolous lawsuits 
against small businesses. A “YES” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 20-11. Passed 
the House 94-52.  Died in Conference Committee.

3. Cybersecurity Safe Harbor (2025 – SB 2610): 
Provides legal safe harbor from exemplary damages 
for small businesses who invest in their own 
defenses by adopting a recognized cybersecurity 
framework. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 31-0. Passed the House 
109-27. Signed by the governor.

4. Business Personal Property Tax (2025 – HB 9): 
This bill increases the business personal property tax 
exemption from $2,500 to $125,000. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 31-0. 
Passed the House 133-10. Signed by the governor. 

5. License Reciprocity (2025 – HB 11): Expands 
license reciprocity, making it easier for skilled 
professionals—electricians, contractors, adjusters, 
and others—to move to Texas or expand their 
businesses here. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 

position. Passed the Senate 31-0. Passed the House 
141-0. Signed by the governor. 
 
6. Healthcare Mandate Transparency (2025 – HB 
138): Creates transparency by establishing a process 
to estimate how legislation will affect the cost of 
private health coverage. A “YES” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the Senate 31-0. Passed the 
House 141-3. Signed by the governor.

7. Digital Modernization (2025 – HB 5195): Directs 
state agencies to modernize their digital services so 
that small businesses can more easily interact with 
and obtain information from the State. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 31-0. 
Passed the House 128-4. Signed by the governor.
