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1.	 Property Tax (2025 - HB 1176): Provides property tax 
relief and reform, including a primary residence tax credit 
and limits on annual local spending growth. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the House 86-4. 
Passed the Senate 46-0. Signed by the governor. 

2.	 Insurance Mandates (2025 - HB 1248): Relates to the 
cost-benefit analysis requirement for health insurance 
mandated coverage of services. A “YES” vote supports our 
position. Passed the House 94-0. Passed the Senate 45-2. 
Signed by the governor. 

3.	 Gas Tax (2025 - HB 1382): Would have increased the 
state motor fuels (gas) tax by $0.03 per gallon. A “NO” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the House 58-35. 
Failed the Senate 0-45-2.  

4.	 PBM Reform (2025 - HB 1584): Reforms and regulates 
pharmacy benefit managers (PBMs), including new 
transparency requirements and enforcement authority 
for the Insurance Department. A “YES” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Passed the House 92-0-2. Passed the 
Senate 42-5. Signed by the governor. 

5.	 Skilled Workforce (2025 - SB 2147): Updates student 
financial assistance programs, including skilled workforce 
loan repayment/scholarships and related grants; includes 
an appropriation. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 41-4. Passed the House 63-26. 
Signed by the governor. 

6.	 Workforce Scholarships (2025 - SB 2221): Expands 
eligibility provisions within skilled workforce scholarship/
loan repayment programs. A “YES” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the Senate 46-0. Passed the House 
91-1. Signed by the governor. 

7.	 Child Care Tax Credit (2025 - SB 2282): Creates an 
income tax credit for qualified employers that make child 
care contributions for employees. A “YES” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 47-0. Passed the 
House 80-13. Signed by the governor. 

 
 

8.	 Day of Rest (2025 - HB 1608): Creates an employee 
leave requirement for rest and worship (including a 
continuous 24-hour period) and provides a penalty. A “NO” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Failed the House 17-76. 
 
 
 

9.	 Workers Compensation (2025 - SB 2094): Relates 
to workers’ compensation disability benefits and the 
retirement presumption; repeals sections related to 
additional benefits payable. A “NO” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Failed the Senate 4-43.
