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1.	 Workers’ Compensation Reform (2025 – HB 128): 
Makes updates to improve the 2013 workers’ comp 
reform law, including increasing the age qualification 
and number of terms of judges in the system. A “YES” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
26-5-1. Passed the House 78-11-1. Signed by the 
governor. 

2.	 Statewide Property Tax Ban (2025 – SJR 1): 
Authorizes a 2026 ballot measure for voters to decide 
whether to prohibit a statewide property tax. A “YES” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
26-5-1. Passed the House 89-6. Signed by the governor. 

3.	 Organized Retail Crime (2025 – HB 207): Increases 
penalties and adds definitions to the organized retail 
crime statute. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 30-1-1. Passed the House 
93-0-1. Signed by the governor. 

4.	 Labor Reform (2025 – HB 1096): Prohibits local 
government “community benefits agreements” that 
impose obligations on employers not directly related 
to their performance under economic development 
incentives. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate 27-6. Passed the House 72-18. 
Signed by the governor. 

5.	 Labor Reform (SB 674 – 2025/2026): Makes clear 
that local governments cannot regulate terms of 
private employment and that labor and employment 
laws on private businesses should be uniform across 
the state. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate 24-5. Passed the House 70-22-1. 
Signed by the governor. 
 
 

6.	 Legal Reform (HB 2108 – 2026): Ensures that 
secret funders of lawsuits are prohibited from making 
critical litigation decisions and that they cannot benefit 
more than the plaintiffs they are backing. A “YES” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
26-6. Passed the House 91-0-3. Signed by the governor. 

7.	 Regulatory Reform (HB 1913 – 2026): Requires 
agencies to obtain feedback from the industry they’re 
seeking to regulate and report annually the cumulative 
cost of their new regulations; gives approval authority 
of any regulation exceeding $1 million over five years 
to the legislature. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 24-4. Passed the House 
76-16. Signed by the governor.
