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1.	 Income Tax Revisions (2025 - H.B. 106): Lowers 
both the state corporate and individual income tax rates 
from 4.55% to 4.5% and creates employer-provided 
childcare tax credits. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 23-6. Passed the House  
61-11. Signed by the governor. 

2.	 Local Regulation of Business Entities 
Amendments (2025 - S.B. 179): Requires cities and 
counties to establish a process for reviewing and 
approving new or unlisted business uses under local 
land use ordinances. This bill helps reduce red tape and 
makes it easier for entrepreneurs to open or expand 
a business. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate 23-0. Passed the House 69-0. Signed 
by the governor. 

3.	 Regulatory Oversight Amendments (2025 - H.B. 
474): Creates additional oversight of executive-branch 
regulation by directing the Office of Professional 
Licensure Review to gather feedback on existing 
occupational regulations, report that feedback to the 
Business and Labor Interim Committee, and place limits 
on the cost of implementing certain agency-generated 
rules. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed 
the Senate 23-0. Passed the House 72-0. Signed by the 
governor. 

4.	 Income Tax Rate Amendments (2026 - S.B. 60): 
Lowers both the state corporate and individual income 
tax rates from 4.5% to 4.45%. A “YES” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 22-7. Passed the 
House 61-11. Signed by the governor. 

5.	 Vehicle Registration and Insurance Amendments 
(2026 - H.B. 47): Requires a vehicle owner to maintain 
liability insurance when the vehicle is operated on a 
highway, not merely because the vehicle is registered. 
A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 27-0-2. Passed the House 70-3. Signed by the 
governor. 

6.	 Third-Party Litigation Funding Amendments (2026                   	
 - H.B. 280): Tightens state law governing third-party 
litigation funding by requiring providers to register, 
imposing disclosure requirements, restricting certain 
attorney-funder relationships, and prohibiting some 
arrangements involving foreign entities or persons of 
concern. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate 25-0. Passed the House 67-1. Signed 
by the governor. 

7.	 Child Care Business Tax Credit (2026 - H.B. 190): 
Expands the employer-provided childcare tax credit to 
apply to off-site childcare facilities and increased the 
credit for certain small business employers. A “YES” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
20-6. Passed the House 48-21. Signed by the governor. 

8.	 Punitive Damages Amendments (2026 - S.B. 
227): Provides that insurers may not rely on exposure 
to punitive damages when underwriting or setting 
premiums and establishes the circumstances under 
which punitive damages may be awarded against an 
employer, managing agent, or principal for the conduct 
of an employee or agent. A “YES” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the Senate 26-0. Passed the 
House 56-12. Signed by the governor.
