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1.	 PFML job protection mandate (2025 – HB 1213): 
Requires employers with more than eight employees to 
provide job protection and maintain health insurance 
benefits for workers on Paid Family & Medical Leave, even 
if employee does not intend to return to work. A “NO” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 28-20. 
Passed the House 55-41. Signed by the governor. 

2.	 Personnel records (2025 – HB 1308): Allows current or 
former employees to sue employers for failure to provide 
personnel records within 21 calendar days of request, or if 
the employee disagrees with what documents should be 
included in the record. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 32-17. Passed the House 56-41. 
Signed by the governor. 

3.	 Workers’ compensation benefit increase (2025 – HB 
1788): Adds at least $36 million in workers’ compensation 
benefit payments over the first five years, growing annually, 
threatening additional future premium increases. A “NO” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 36-12. 
Passed the House 78-18. Signed by the governor. 

4.	 B&O Tax increase (2025 – HB 2081): $8.5 billion 
Business & Occupation (B&O) Tax increase over six years. 
Raises base B&O rates to 0.5% (effective January 1, 2027) 
and adds or increases other surcharges on certain business 
activities. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed 
the Senate 26-22. Passed the House 50-48. Signed by the 
governor. 

5.	 Immigrant Worker Protection Act (2026 – HB 2105): 
Imposes complex new posting and notification requirements 
on employers subject to federal I-9 audits. Allows the state 
Attorney General and private parties to sue employers for 
alleged violations. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate 27-21. Passed the House 56-38. Signed 
by the governor. 
 
 

6.	 Unemployment benefits for striking workers  
(2025 – SB 5041): Allows striking workers up to six weeks 
of unemployment insurance benefits, contrary to federal 
job search and work availability requirements. In some 
cases, these benefit expenses could be socialized to all other 
employers, increasing costs for small businesses. A “NO” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 28-21. 
Passed the House 52-43. Signed by the governor. 

7.	 Correcting wage disclosures (2025 – SB 5408): Allows 
employers five business days to correct wage or salary 
disclosure errors in job postings to avoid administrative 
penalties or lawsuits by private parties. Law expires July 27, 
2027. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 41-7. Passed the House 94-1. Signed by the governor. 

8.	 Sales tax on services (2025 – SB 5814): Adds more 
than $4 billion over six years in new sales taxes on 
certain services such as IT, website development, security, 
temporary staffing, live presentations (including some 
educational instruction), and advertising. A “NO” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 27-22. 
Passed the House 50-47. Signed by the governor. 

9.	 Workers’ compensation medical provider network 
(2026 – SB 5847): Weakens injured worker treatment 
guidelines and medical provider network requirements. 
These changes are expected to increase the average time 
injured workers are off the job and add $35 million in annual 
costs to the workers’ compensation system. Also allows the 
Department of Labor & Industries to hire approximately 150 
new claims managers at a cost of $15.6 million per year. A                                                     	
 “NO” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
30-18. Passed the House 67-28. Signed by the governor. 

10.	Millionaire Tax (2026 – SB 6346): Establishes a 9.9% 
income tax on federal adjusted gross income exceeding $1 
million. Small businesses operated as sole proprietorships, 
partnerships, LLCs, and S-corps are specifically targeted 
in the law; full C-corporations are exempt. The new tax is 
estimated to raise $5.3 billion for the 2029-31 budget. A 		
 “NO” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
27-22. Passed the House 51-46. Signed by the governor.
