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1.	 Stopping 400-Year Property Tax Increase (2025 – SJR 116): 
Amends the WI Constitution to prohibit a governor from using 
a veto to increase any tax or fee. A “YES” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the Senate 18-15. Passed the Assembly 
54-41. Constitutional Amendment placed on the November 2026 
General Election Ballot. 

2.	 Retail Theft (2025 – AB 89): Closes a loophole that allowed 
repeat criminals to avoid meaningful charges in instances of 
retail theft. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed 
the Senate 27-6. Passed the Assembly  
71-26. Signed into law by the governor. 

3.	 Prohibit Guaranteed Income Programs (2025 – AB 165): 
Prohibits “guaranteed income” programs where individuals 
can be paid monthly by the government, with little to no 
requirements. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate 18-15. Passed the Assembly 53-42. Vetoed  
by the governor. 

4.	 Rights of Nature (2025 – SB 420): Prohibits local 
governments from passing any laws that recognize nature (such 
as forests and rivers) as legal persons with enforceable rights 
and protections. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate 19-14. Passed the Assembly 54-41. Vetoed  
by the governor. 

5.	 Legislative Oversight of Agencies (2025 – AJR 133): 
Amends the WI constitution to reinstate the legislature’s ability 
to have oversight of state government agencies’ issuance of new 
rules and regulations. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate 18-15. Passed the Assembly 52-45. Enrolled 
as first consideration of the constitutional amendment. 

6.	 Sunset of Administrative Rules (2025 – SB 277): Creates 
a sunset date for current administrative code and provides a 
review process to help reduce regulatory burdens on WI small 
businesses. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed 
the Senate 18-15. Passed the Assembly 53-45. Vetoed by the 
governor. 
 
 

7.	 Reduce Costs of Admin Rules (2025 – SB 289): Introduces 
a net-zero regulatory budgeting framework that requires 
government agencies, when issuing new regulations that impose 
costs on businesses, to offset those costs by repealing outdated 
rules or enacting equivalent cost-reducing regulations. A “YES” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 18-15. 
Passed the Assembly 53-45. Vetoed by the governor. 

8.	 Surplus Tax Relief (May 2026 Special Session - AB 1): 
Provides over $1 billion in tax relief from the state’s budget 
surplus in the form of reduced property taxes, direct surplus 
refund checks, and no tax on tips & overtime. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Assembly 61-32.  
Failed to pass the Senate 15-18.  
 
 
 

9.	 Wheel Tax Vote Required (2025 – SB 467): Requires wheel 
taxes, both new and existing, to be confirmed by voters in a local 
referendum. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed 
the Senate 18-15. Failed to be taken up by the Assembly. 
 
 
 

10.	Telehealth (2025 – SB 214): Expands and improves health 
care services by reducing regulatory burdens and providing 
accessibility to qualified out-of-state health care providers 
by allowing professionals that are licensed in another state 
to provide telehealth services to Wisconsinites. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate on Voice Vote. 
Passed the Assembly 52-44. Vetoed by the governor. 

11.	Health Care CHOICE Arrangements (2025 – AB 915): 
Creates health reimbursement arrangements (HRAs) to 
help small businesses affordably offer health coverage by 
allowing employers to provide tax-free funds for employees 
to buy individual plans, providing flexibility while reducing 
administrative burdens. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Assembly 97-0. Failed to Pass Senate. 

12.	LLC Protection (2025 – AB 870): Protects sole proprietors 
from being replaced by a creditor as the owner of their LLC.  
A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Assembly 
58-35. Failed to Pass Senate.
